They were able to talk about their Abstinence Education program at Girls Inc and they got to talk with them 

and educate them on the value of the program. This was an opportunity for our teens to let their voices be heard, and 

speak out about why they are choosing abstinence.  Congressman Lynn A. Westmorelandsõs office arranged a tour of 

the Capitol for them.    

 Additionally,  they attended the J.A.M. Session (Join the Abstinence Movement), a youth centered event in 

celebration of youth and young adults who live an abstinent lifestyle, and an encouragement to those who have 

not made the choice. The event included live music performances, drama teams,  and powerful abstinence speak-

ers who came together to present the message that abstinence is vital to the development and progress of our 

Nation and its youth.
